The Height of the Cross
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On the outskirts of Memphis, TN, very visible from I-40, are three large crosses that mark the Bellevue Baptist Church.  The center cross is significantly taller than the other two, as is common for the memorializing of the Christ who died for us.  

But the last time we approached this scene, I suddenly wondered what Christ would think about the height of the crosses.  From Philippians 2:7-11 we know that He made himself nothing, becoming a man, and died for everyone of us - even the greatest of sinners.  I think that when Christ sees these crosses, He may consider His to be the lowest, for he put Himself below all of mankind so that he could bear our sins.

The final result, of course, is that Christ is exalted above all, and every knee will bow before Him.  We participate in this celebration of that perspective, understanding how low Christ knelt for us.
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
